case negotiations, and conducting general legal research assignments.

o A key objective of the program is for law students to finish their placements with a legal writing sample.

o Forthe spring program, two placement formats are available: hybrid or remote. Please review the following for information about each format.
Format availability varies by bureau and location, please see the posting table below for details.

1) Hybrid Placements: Students report to their designated workstation two or three (2-3) days per week. On the days students work
remotely, they need a reliable computer, a secure internet connection, a phone, and a sufficiently quiet and private workspace to
telework.

2) Remote Placements: Students telecommute for the duration of their placements. On the days students work remotely, they need a
reliable computer, a secure internet connection, a phone, and a sufficiently quiet and private workspace to telework. Please be advised,
students hired for remote, paid placements must be available to complete their payroll onboarding paperwork in-person at OAG’s
offlces in Albany or New York City or at one of the 13 regional office locations.

Law students will be hired as legal aides and paid the hourly rate of $19.96.

Applications are accepted online until January 31, 2025, and paid placement offers are made on a rolling basis.*

Students hired for the spring may begin their placements on January 22, 2025, or after.
